Call to Order
Ted Luckadoo called the meeting to order at 1:30 PM. 
Approval of Minutes

Dave Ballard moved to approve the minutes of the April 19, 2024, Advisory Board Meeting, Ann Luckadoo seconded the motion which was approved unanimously.

Continuing and Old Business

1. Presidents Report – Ted Luckadoo reported that things were going well with Ocean Ridge. A number of projects that will improve the community have been completed.
2. Security – Cheryl Moran reported that the Edisto Beach Police Officers are averaging 27.6 hours avg per week.  In the last quarter there were no major issues among the approximately 32 calls. There were a few noise complaints, along with the normal medical assistance calls, false alarms, and animal complaints.  A number of contractors have been contacted about refurbishing the security building 
3. Beautification – Brady Long reported that the walkway/bike path had been paved at the Summerwind gate. New plants will be added in Hutto Hill median this fall. The median will be altered prior to the planting. Plants have been removed from the median at the beginning of Oristo Ridge to provide wider traffic lanes. Asphalt will be added to this median at the same time the work on Hutto Hill is done. 

4. Iddy Andrews reported that the website (www.oceanridgempoa.com) had 1,042 views.  There are 995 followers on Facebook and 663 individuals receive e-blasts from Ocean Ridge.  Newsletter deadlines are next week for Board members. 
5. ARB – Bert Koon reported that there are 7 new homes in some phase of construction and that 2 or 3 more are planned soon. Two additional owners have been appointed to the ARB: Debbie Hacek and Keith Storey. He also reminded everyone that the ARB meets the 4th Thursday of the month and that everyone should apply for approval before making any changes to their home or lot.
6. Roads/Signs - Jason Sheffield reported that reflectors have been replaced as needed along both Fairway Drive and King Cotton Drive. The 8 new sets of speed bumps have been installed on Sea Cloud Circle.  Both Code Lynx and Overhead Door will be here soon for some needed work and adjustments. AT&T recently switched the internet service at the Jenkins gate to a fiber optic cable.
7. Finance - Treasurer Rick Moore reported that the financials are comparing favorably to the budget. Our attorney will be asked to file liens on two properties that have amounts due that have reached the level specified for legal action. Two CD’s with Enterprise Bank will be renewed at a new rate of 4.5% for 9 month terms.
SW Community

Horace Kinsey reported that Anne Bacon has accepted the position of Office Assistant. The search for a new manager is ongoing.
New Business

1. The Board has agreed to work with Wyndham to build a new bathroom at the front entrance that will be available for the OR security officers. Ocean Ridge will provide ½ of the cost – up to a maximum of $6,000. The agreement will include a stipulation that Wyndham will provide all cleaning and maintenance services at no cost to OR. It will also stipulate that use of the facility by the OR security will be permanent.
2. The pipe under King Cotton at the front entrance road has been relined. This pipe connects the 2 main lagoons and will help provide better drainage.
General Discussion

Jack Smith – 
· The asphalt at the turn-around on Driftwood Lane is deteriorating.

· The board may want to consider adding flashing speed signs.

· Driftwood II has problems with trash not being picked up from their trash bins.

· Drainage seems to be better.

Dave Ballard – 

· Thinks the new speed bumps should be moved to the outer edge of the road
· Concerned about assisting Wyndham with the bathroom project

Paul Oakley – 

· There is a lot of speeding on all the streets

· Speed bumps cause drivers to race between them

· Golf carts cause a lot of problems

· Renters hang towels on the rails

· There is a lot of overnight parking on the streets

· Trash cans are not moved back as they should be and loose trash is left behind

· The common areas need landscape work

· There is a lot of litter along the streets and common areas

· Utility boxes need to be repaired and painted

Anne Luckadoo – 

· Assistance with the bathroom project is a good idea

· New speed bump placement is good

· The Summerwind gate landscape project looks good.

Virginia Stephenson – 

· Thanks for helping get the problem with the driving range corrected
